Tickets are $6.00 for adults, $5.00 for seniors and $4.00 for students, and are good for
admission to both museums. This combination ticket structure, which was first
implemented in January 2003, provides visitors admission to the other museum anytime
within 30 days after their ticket purchase and visit to the first museum.
